Also, include
her in the activities that may be
traditionally geared toward the male
gender (sports, watching sporting events,
outdoor activities). I have been shocked
at what Katie’s interests have been with
those types of things and have had a very
positive reaction taking her to sporting
events and taking on rugged outdoor
activities. We regularly go to hockey
games or watch my favorite sports teams
on TV. She has become quite interested
in joining me in this pastime, and we
cheer for our (now) shared favorite teams
and players together.

My advice: before your daughter at

ages 8 through 12 will follow your lead,
it is critical that you earn that credibility
in the earlier years. That means playing
dress up (but please, no cross-dressing!),
playing tea party and taking an active
role in your daughter’s young life. The
temptation is to hide behind a career and
all those things that seem more important
at the time. An early investment in time
pays off later. And when you get to that
stage (presuming you survive), your
daughter will appreciate your plan that
you will tightly control who she can have
as friends. While in some communities
it is possible for children to get by in a
public school, the reality is that most of
America, and especially the Washington,
D.C. region, is hopeless. We home
schooled Kate, and the result helped
build academic and moral character. ■
