and operate by a different set of rules.  Accord-

Jesus demonstrated this while the 

Pharisees attempted to entrap 

him (Luke 20:22-25) by question-
ing his payment of taxes:  òShow 

me a denarius. Whose portrait and 

inscription are on it?ó òCaesars,ó 
they replied.  He said to them, 

òThen give to Caesar what is Caesarõs, and to 
God what is Godõs.ó   

 

What God wants from us is our hearts!   There-

www.cwfa.org).

family while praying that Jesus

Report from Washington, D.C. on the Capitol Prayer Walk

Brown R-Fawn River Township) and House Bill

We also have legislation introduced in Michigan

would lower the age requirement for children 
to legally report to school.  SB 663 also spon-

sored by Sen. Clark-Coleman would make 
òsexuality educationó a requirement instead of 

an elective.  They also change 

the words òhealth educationó to 
òsexuality educationó and re-

quire it for all grade levels.  And 
House Bill 4131 sponsored by 

Rep. Alma Wheeler-Smith (D-

Salem) would allow unmarried 
individuals to adopt children in 

the State of Michigan. 
 

CWA does not believe it is the 

government who should deter-
mine when our children are 

ready for school nor should they determine 

what moral issues are taught to our children. 
Being actively involved in the policy arena in 

Michigan, I can say that what is happening na-

tionally has definitely impacted what is happening 
on a local level.

On November 9, 2008, during Sunday morning 
services, Mt. Hope Church in Lansing was stormed 

by a group of radical self- avowed anarchist gay 
and lesbian individuals known as òBash Backó.  

Among other profanities and blasphemies, they 

shouted through a mega-
phone, "Jesus was gay!ó 

as they rushed the stage 
and forced their way 

through rows of women 

and children; they hung a 
banner with profanity on 

it from the balcony while 
others began tossing 

fliers, condoms, glitter 

by the bucket load, con-
fetti, and pink fabric into the air.  These masked 

protesters screamed at parishioners and sounded 

the fire alarm as others made their way to the 
pulpit and began to act out disgusting displays.  

 A local newspaper, which reported it was notified 
of the protest ahead of time, sent a reporter 

instead of warning the church.  

 
Even though these individuals assaulted a church, 

defaced property, disturbed the peace, and emo-
tionally abused children by exposing them to a 

threatening environment, no arrests were 
made.  

  
The silence and lack of urgency in this matter 

by the media and local police has unfortunately 

sent a very clear and 
powerful message to 

radical groups and to 
every Christian in 

America:  Our freedom 

to worship and right to 
sanctuary is under 

attack, and no one is 
coming to our defense! 

 

CWA of Michigan sees 

this as an abomination in the eyes of God.  
Therefore, we have initiated our Equipping the 
Saints Campaign, as other groups in Michigan 

join forces with us, to educate, equip, and de-
fend churches, pastors and priests in our state 

against such attacks.
